Happy New Year... 

 
Firstly, can I say a huge well done to Jack Coleman on attaining the FA Level 1 coaching certificate last month. It's been a while 

coming but Jack has finally made it onto the first rung of the FA coaching ladder. In doing so, Jack follows in the footsteps of 
other like-minded L&BBFC youngsters who have progressed from playing for the club into coaching at the club. Oscar Hooper, 

Mark Avery, Paloma Hughes, Nick Medakovic, and Josh Newman have all completed this transition, with the former having 
gone on to gain the Level 2 certificate.  

 
I am absolutely delighted for Jack, who incidentally has been a regular helping hand at my BDS sessions since he was about 12 

years old! With three other youngsters looking to follow suite, I hope Jack's progress can act as a beacon to his younger 
brother, Toby Coleman, and also to Chris Medakovic, and Zak Lawrence. Well done Jack! 

 
Still on the subject of staff, I would like to welcome Helio Meneses to our club. Helio will be joining our U10's set up and will 

assist in readiness for the next season. Helio is a familiar face at L&BBFC having played alongside the Legends from time to 
time as well as regularly watching his son, Ivan, regularly turn out for our U10's Olympic. He will be looking to attain the FA 

Level 1 certificate over the coming months, and no doubt further strengthen the quality of staff we have at the club. 
 

As you know, the new year sees an increase in our weekly session/match fees. As from January 1
st
, this has increased from 

£1.50 to £2 per child per session/match. This increase has been necessary because we are finding that the costs to provide the 
services we do for our members have been steadily increased to such a point that we find that we can no longer afford to 

absorb them within current income streams. A discount on pre-paid fees is still available and folk who have taken advantage of 
this offer are not affected by the increase until their fees are next due. 

 
Visitors to our RFS venue will have noticed some improvements over recent weeks, particularly to the surrounding fence. As a 

responsible club, we always look to ensure the safety of those who attend our sessions, and despite the notices, we still get folk 
trying to climb over the fences instead of using the designated openings. Club colleague, Mark Davies has been busy over the 
weeks, repairing sections of the fencing in need. In addition, he has installed further access points to aid ball retrieval from the 

neighbouring fields. Therefore, can I remind all visitors to please use the proper access/egress points. In the meantime our 
thanks go to Mark for his continual endeavours. 

 
With an ever-biting recession, I know that it is becoming increasingly difficult to attract sponsorship for our club, but when we 

do, we are sincerely grateful. Our thanks go to the Royal Mail Sports Foundation and to Crescent Interiors for sponsoring team 
kit for our Celtic and newly formed County squads, respectively. If all parents could make enquiries of family, friends, and 

employers, then you never know what might be offered in this respect! 
 

I was pleased to see last month that our U13's Rangers made it through to their fifth consecutive MFJFL cup semi-final. A 
brilliant display against a strong title challenging Bewdley Town FC ensured that the 'Gers' would go through as one of the last 

four sides left in the competition. Having lost 1-0 in the league earlier this season to Bewdley, the Rangers hit back with a fine 4-
2 win. Such was their performance that I understand that Team Coaches, Franco Adorisio and Paul Weaver, were both left 

'buzzing' at the brilliance! Well done the Rangers!  
 

Meanwhile, just missing out on a first time semi-final appearance were our U13's Rovers and our U14's United squads. Both 
sides encountered higher graded opposition, but despite their brave endeavours, the 'U's and the Rovers were both beaten 5-1, 

by teams from Warndon Villages and Newtown Sports, respectively. Still looking to make it through to the semi finals are our 
U9's Vale. They will have to wait until the new year to play their round three tie against Welland Juniors Colts, which was 

postponed due to the cold weather last month! 
 

I am sure that our last newsletter issue proved an interesting read, particularly the bit about our club records. Well, here's an 
update... no sooner had the December issue been published, another record was sent tumbling. The U13's Rangers'
